The City Council will review the development agreement, which details the terms under which the City Council
would provide an $112,000 grant to Martin Brower. The City Council will consider the development agreement at its
regularly scheduled meeting on October 2, 2007.

“Subject to the approval of the devel opment agreement by the City Council we will be well on our way to
bringing this project to fruition,” said Angela Determan, Interim Executive Director of the Mason City EDC. "The
financial assistance package may also include participation by Cerro Gordo County, an lowa New Jobs Training
agreement that will be going before the NIACC Board, and aloan from the privately funded revolving loan fund of the
Mason City EDC. A lot needs to come together in the next 30 days and we are confident things will fall into place. We

are pleased to be able to welcome Martin-Brower to Mason City,” commented Determan.
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Dr. Michael Morrison, president of NIACC, said he is excited about Martin-Brower expanding its operations to
North lowa and has been impressed with their first-class business practices and approach to finding the right location for
their business.
